
HOW BIG IS YOUR GOD?

The most frequent question I am asked after people read We’ve Never Been Alone is “Do you believe in God?” After learning of the Earthly, human origins of Judaism, Islam, and Christianity — with their concept of God based on a more advanced, but otherwise ordinary extraterrestrial humanoid — people want to know if there is a bigger being somewhere responsible for the generation of our universe and its many different beings.

Only a small number of people are ready to embrace the “accidental-chemistry-begets-humans” notion of creation and evolution. With recent experimental breakthroughs in science and new theoretical insights, even most scientists are willing to contemplate the odds that consciousness — or information — precedes all types of matter and energy.  We can only extrapolate from what we know, but we are programmed to seek answers.

For that reason, I ask each questioner, “How big do you want the idea of your God to be?” Since history tells us that theological characteristics of a Divine Creator are limited to the experience of ancient astronauts only slightly more advanced than we are now, I urge seekers to imagine a God that accounts for all of science’s unanswered questions.

We now know much more than early humans did when the Elohim/Anunnaki set down their space ships close to our ancestors and frightened the ____ out of us. They taught them a lot of scientific and technical information to better understand the Earth. But, they set a very bad example about the social and intellectual standards we need to realize our inner potential. In my view, one reason the ABs abandoned our planet those five-plus millennia ago was the realization their experiment had created a dependency.

Sorting out the mess they had created was more difficult than leaving. With a tinge of guilt, they apparently promised a “Return” to salve their conscience. Unfortunately, this encouraged humans to create a religion that absolved themselves of personal responsibility for their home and future generations. Praying to a departed AB-god and worshiping his image relieved humans of a sense of liability for negative consequences.

We must re-imagine the idea of God to replace this colonial illusion. This effort must be based only on the facts we can verify about the nature of life on this planet and the universe beyond. We must include data from nonhuman sources that can be validated. 

Creating such a new spiritual path for the future must be based in all the historical reports still available from our forebears as they dealt with the AB colonization. We need to analyze the way this history has been distorted by those who benefited from the power they exercised over gullible followers. This will require a re-examination of humanity’s AB-based religious history that involves both insiders and nonbelievers.

Going through the thought process of the above paragraphs makes it clear that each of us will have to embrace a much bigger concept of God, one that expresses the seminal force behind all that exists. It will be quite different from any current theologies. But the process it will be worth it — a view of the universe that binds all humans in one species among many — combining our talents and resources to develop ourselves as worthy contributors to an evolving and ongoing enterprise beyond anything we can imagine.  

In my personal cosmology (a systematic integration of scientific knowledge and some metaphysical speculation), I would use phrases like the following to describe what appear to be the essential characteristics of our universe and how humans fit into it. Drawn from my cosmological book Our Solarian Legacy: Multidimensional Humans in a Self Learning Universe, they reflect my sense of how big a “God by any name” must be.

Consistent with the quantum notion that information, or consciousness, is the basis of all that exists in an energetic or material realm, I believe our universe and all its life forms are aspects of universal consciousness. We can call this primeval foundation the Yin/Yang force or the Grand Couple that generates and activates all else. (It is likely that our universe exists among many, consistent with the notion of a multiverse.)

Putting it in human terms, I believe our universe is a manifestation of the originator’s desire to experiment with itself and all the powers it can exercise in order to realize its full potential. Therefore, all intelligent beings (with freedom to make certain limited choices) share that universal consciousness and evolve through experimentation to test their intellectual, emotional, and physical limits. This principle accounts for the things we call evolution, free will, self-actualization, learning, and discovery.

This universe model requires a “preservation of consciousness” that mirrors Einstein’s recognition that energy and matter cannot be destroyed, only changed in form. Mind, matter, and energy can shift in density or frequencies, but cannot be extinguished.

In other words, the originator develops itself through principles that produce many species of beings capable of reshaping themselves through continual experimentation, learning from experience, and applying their learning to even higher levels of development. These individual processes occur in parallel dimensions through which each organism continues to exist, reshaping itself as it shifts from space to space.

This accounts for what we call reincarnation,
 out-of-body experiences, inner channels of communication, and use of the subtle senses to interact with the material realm. In other words, individual consciousness never completely dissipates, but may merge with and divide with other conscious entities in order to achieve a more complex creation.  

Whatever its form, the primary function of life is to learn and contribute to the fruition of the larger universe. Thus, we as individuals, species, or communities of beings, are always entangled with the original source, continually energized by it, and feeding back the results of our own experimentation and learning.

My conception of God is that big! Obviously, I believe humans and all other species  have much to learn. We must never delude ourselves that we have got it all figured out.
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
